Many things have changed in the 17 years since
D Magazine first highlighted Frank L. Branson’s
courtroom prowess, but Branson has not only
remained at the top of his game, he has kicked it up
a notch or two since. Just last year, DCEO magazine
named Branson one of five Dallas attorneys that
companies never want to face in court.

In a legal career spanning more than three
decades, Branson has become the quintessential
Texas trial lawyer with an impressive series of
important court victories. Deep within his drive for
success on behalf of clients is a value handed down
by his father, also his high school football coach:
“Within the rules. I hate to lose,” Branson explains.
That fierce motivation, combined with tenacity,
relentless preparation, and the use of cutting-
edge trial innovation allows Branson to represent
individuals against some of the most powerful
corporations in the country.

Frank Branson and the lawyers at his firm have
won  significant victories for those injured by
dangerous products, airplane crashes, trucking
accidents, and industrial catastrophes. Additionally,
business clients often turn to the firm for
representation in commercial torts, large contract
disputes, intellectual property cases, and professional
Liability claims.

Branson has earned significant courtroom
victories throughout Texas and several other states.
‘When doctors and a hospital cost a newborn her
eyesight through careless treatment, Branson and his
team obtained a favorable, precedent-setting verdict.

‘When negligent operators and defective equipment

at The State Fair of Texas led to the death of one
man and seriously injured his brother, Branson
and his firm recovered an award that made state and
national headlines and also contributed to making
State Fair amusement rides safer for the public.

When two different law firms refused to help
relatives of a promising young corporate lawyer
who was seriously injured in a head-on vehicle
collision, Branson took the case on and forced
a significant settlement. Branson also obtained a
significant recovery on behalf of the trustee of
a bankrupt insurance company against a large
corporate law firm for professional negligence.
Additionally, he has successfully represented
consumers who were seriously injured by the
pharmaceutical industry. Recently, Branson and
his firm convinced one of the nation’s largest
trucking companies to fully and fairly compensate
a Fort Worth family that lost three loved ones
during a deadly collision with an 18-wheeler.

Branson has earned a number of awards from
trial lawyers associations over the years. He is a recent
recipient of the Belli Award, recognizing his many
years of creativity and innovation in the courtroom.
He is also a member of the prestigious International
Association of Trial Lawyers and the International
Society of Barristers, and a former president of the
Southern Trial Lawyers Association, Dallas Trial
Lawyers Association, and Dallas Chapter of the
American Board of Trial Advocates. A Forbes magazine
profile described Branson as a legal “pioneer,” and
he has been featured on Dateline, The Larry King Show,
NBC Nightly News, 20/20, and Eyewitness Video.
